Red sanders worth over Rs Two crore seized

Chennai, May 14 The Directorate of Revenue Intelligence seized red sanders worth over Rs two crore in the international market at Tuticorin port recently.

A DRI release today said based on a tip-off that red sanders were being illicitly exported in the guise of salt in the name of a Chennai-based exporter through Tuticorin Port, the DRI officials examined on May 12 and May 13 four export containers ready to be shipped to Malaysia.  It was found that two containers were stuffed with red sanders and the other two with salt packs.  The export of red sanders has been prohibited under the Foreign Trade Policy and it is also covered under CITES (Convention of International Trade in Endangered Species), the release said
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
