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Red sanders logs seizure

The Chennai zonal unit of the Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI) has seized 20 tonnes of red sanders logs bound to Malaysia and another 20 tonnes from a godown in the city. The goods were kept ready in the godown to be smuggled out of India. According to a DRI statement, the red sanders logs were cleared from a unit within the MEPZ SEZ availing the self certification scheme. During the follow up action, the officers of DRI, Bangalore also seized of 107 barrels of Metacresol, a high value chemical. The chemical worth Rs 40 lakh was imported free of duty by the unit located within the zone and was getting it diverted to its sister unit in Bangalore. The partners of the unit have been arrested and remanded to judicial custody. 
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
